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Dr. Flay will describe the Positive Action (PA) program, a social-emotional and character development program for PreK-12 students and families that promotes positive youth development, prevents problem behaviors (e.g., bullying, violence, substance use, delinquency and disruptive behaviors) and improves academic performance. 

He will provide history about its development, describe its main components, and present results from evaluations of its effectiveness. 

The presentation will be a combination of overview and evidence.
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
